Dear Dr. Thaver:

I had a telehealth appointment with Mr. Taylor today. As you know, he was referred for screening colonoscopy.
He has no GI complaints at this time. Denies any nausea, vomiting, hematemesis, dysphagia, or odynophagia.
He takes pantoprazole 40 mg once a day and is tolerating it without any complaints. He denies any nausea, vomiting, or any fever or chills. There is no family history of colon cancer.
Please let me know if the patient is stable enough from a cardiac standpoint for the procedure to be scheduled. On 06/27/2021, he had an EKG that showed left anterior fascicular block with left ventricular hypertrophy and ST-T wave changes and there was a question of possible anterior myocardial infarction of indeterminate age. Therefore, the EKG was abnormal.
He was evaluated on 06/27/2021 at GBMC for shortness of breath. At that time, he “voluntarily” left before full evaluation. He was discharged on oral antibiotics.
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Review of his previous labs revealed AST to be 42 with an ALT of 25.

Review of his blood test results from 12/20/2021 revealed mild elevation of hemoglobin A1c of 6.4 with normal BUN, creatinine, bilirubin, AST, ALT, and iron. The CBC was normal with normal WBC and platelet counts. His vitamin D was borderline low with HIV being nonreactive.
His PSA levels seem to have improved – according to him from the blood tests ordered by Dr. Benjamin Opara. Stool for occult blood has been negative on 05/04/2021, 11/23/2020, 01/02/2020, 01/26/2019, 02/15/2018, and 10/22/2016.
Mr. Taylor has an appointment to see you on 02/18/2022. At that time, please evaluate him and also his prior workup and let me know if he is stable enough to undergo an upper endoscopy and colonoscopy. If you do not feel comfortable clearing him for the procedure, it may be worthwhile to obtain a formal cardiology clearance.
