The patient came to the clinic with a complaint of right earache for the past several days.
HPI: Revealed discomfort right ear, crackling sensation for the past four days with history of using Q-tips to clean ears, still present.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: The patient is on no medications.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Negative. Vital Signs: Revealed blood pressure of 172/102. Remaining vital signs within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Revealed dulling of right tympanic membrane with being obscured initially by cerumen, removed by irrigation with evidence of fluid. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Without CVA tenderness. Skin: Within normal limits without erythema or rash. Extremities: Negative cyanosis, edema, or clubbing. Peripheral pulses present. Neuropsych: Cranial nerves II through IV intact. Oriented x 4. No motor or sensory deficits. Mood and affect within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Impacted cerumen, right ear with serous otitis media, possible underlying sinusitis.
PLAN: The patient was given a Rocephin injection 500 mg, dexamethasone 4 mg and a prescription for Z-PAK and Medrol Dosepak with instructions of followup with ENT doctor next week. *_________*.
