The patient presents with history of fever, cough, and with flu exposure for the past few days, requesting flu and COVID testing.
PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents with present illness of fever, cough, and congestion for the past four days with increased temperature up to 101 at the beginning. She states she was seen in Cleveland Emergency Room yesterday, told she had bronchitis with negative strep, given a prescription for Zithromax, but unable to fill because doctor not licensed in Texas. The patient is here today requesting prescription for her and twin sibling.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Singulair.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
IMMUNIZATION STATUS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative.
FAMILY HISTORY: Twin sister with recent flu.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Negative findings. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: With scattered rhonchi without rales or wheezing. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly. No tenderness. Extremities: Negative. Skin: Negative cyanosis, lesions, or rash. Neurological: Cranial nerves II through X intact. No motor or sensory deficits noted.
The patient had flu and COVID tests in office which were negative.

IMPRESSION: Upper respiratory infection with influenza, not type A or B.
PLAN: She was given prescription for azithromycin. Follow up as needed.
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
