The patient was seen via Doxy.me. The patient has consented for Telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Dennis has been doing better. He denies any depression, anxiety, or any psychosocial issues. Everything in the family has been going on. He also indicated that he developed migraine headache, but after completing treatment he is feeling fine. He is taking all his medications and has been seeing therapist on a regular basis. He was alert and oriented. His mood was pleasant. Affect was bright. Speech was clear. Thought process organized. There was no suicidal or homicidal thoughts. Denies any auditory or visual hallucinations or any persecutory feeling. Judgment and insight improved. Attention span was fair. Immediate memory was fair. No side effect of the medication.

ASSESSMENT: Bipolar mood disorder symptomatically stable, history of hypothyroidism, hypertension, arthritis, chronic back pain, hypercholesterolemia.

PLAN: Continue on Celexa 20 mg daily, bupropion 150 mg daily, Depakote ER 500 mg b.i.d, trazodone 100 mg daily, a 30-day supply of the medications were ordered. I further discussed that whether he has got his EKG or not. He described he has an EKG done by the cardiology office last week and the cardiologist reported that EKG is normal. I further discussed maybe to ask his cardiologist to send a report for my evaluation to which he agreed. Prognosis guarded. Followup appointment was given in 30 days.
