SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Sharon described that she has been doing all right. She has been recovering from total knee replacement of the left knee going for therapy, but mentally wise she is okay. She denies any vegetative or neurovegetative symptoms of depression. She can focus better and attentive. She is sleeping good and eating good. No suicidal thoughts. No symptoms of hallucination or delusion. She has been compliant with the treatment and has no problem or side effect. She is taking care of herself at home without any help. Throughout the course of the evaluation, she was appropriate and attentive. I appreciate her improvement and also her motivations to work on her difficulties. She states she has been doing all the time by herself and she will be okay. Currently, she is taking lisinopril hydrocodone and lorazepam prescribed by her orthopedic physician.

ASSESSMENT: Major depressive disorder recurrent, rule out bipolar mood disorder status post left knee replacement, and ADD.

PLAN: Continue Vyvanse 60 mg daily, Wellbutrin XL 300 mg daily, 30 day medication was ordered. Followup appointment was given in 30 days.
