SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Leslie was happy, pleasant, indicated absolutely fine. No complaint. No problem in relationship. He has been eating good and sleeping good. Denies any depression, sadness, or any suicidal or homicidal thoughts. Denies any hallucination. No side effect of the medication. He was alert and oriented. His mood was pleasant. Affect was bright. Speech was clear. Thought process organized. There was no suicidal thought. No symptoms of hallucination or delusion. Compliance with the milieu and the treatment. He described medication has been helping. He denies any involuntary tremors, any symptoms of akathisia or restlessness. I further discussed that he has mild tremors for long time. He claimed that with medication, he is doing all right. Since he was not on video it is hard for me to look into it, but again I further discussed that if he has any such problem let me know to which he agreed.

ASSESSMENT: Schizoaffective disorder symptomatically improved, improvement in his behavior and relationship, compliance with the treatment.

PLAN: He claims that he is still having some medications, however, I will recommend to continue on Depakote ER 500 mg at bedtime, Seroquel 100 mg in the morning, Seroquel 400 mg at bedtime, 90-day supply was ordered. Followup appointment was given in 30 days. Risk, benefit, and side effect explained. The patient is consented and liked the medication. Prognosis is guarded.
