Thank you for referring Ms. Varsha Shah for infectious disease evaluation. As you know, the patient was recently screened for TB exposure with QuantiFERON-TB Gold test, which showed evidence of prior exposure. Her chest x-ray was normal and the patient had no signs or symptoms of active infection.

The patient was referred for possible prophylaxis in the setting of Crohn’s disease requiring biological therapy to control her symptoms. The patient also has history of diabetes.

The patient was advised that she would be a candidate for either short-term therapy with INH and rifampin for three months versus nine-month therapy with INH for treatment of latent tuberculosis. A discussion was held with the patient’s husband and her son. They decided to take the INH therapy for nine months and will be monitored while on therapy for signs and symptoms. The patient was given a prescription for isoniazid as well as vitamin B6.

The patient will be following up and further developments will be forwarded to your attention.
