Mr. Schroeder is a 65-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his type II diabetes management. He was diagnosed with type II diabetes several years ago. He also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia and his diabetes is complicated by diabetic peripheral neuropathy. For his diabetes, he is on glimepiride 2 mg twice a day and Jardiance 25 mg once daily. For breakfast, he usually has an egg with muffin, ice tea and for lunch he has a sandwich or chills. Dinner is usually leftovers or a quick meal. The patient eats a lot of bread and pasta. He reports that he is a construction worker and therefore, he gets a lot of exercise at work. He reports that he needs a refill on his Jardiance therapy. His blood sugars have been ranging around 160 to 180 in the morning and he reports some blood sugars in the 250 range.

Plan:
1. For his type II diabetes, at this point, I am going to get a baseline hemoglobin A1c. I will place him on Jardiance 25 mg once daily. Notably, the patient failed metformin due to GI side effects. We will continue the glimepiride 2 mg twice a day and he may continue NovoLog sliding scale 2 units for every 50 mg/dL glucose greater than 150.

2. For his hyperlipidemia, continue current therapy.

3. For his diabetic peripheral neuropathy, continue to monitor.
