Mr. Kettler is a 65-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his type II diabetes management. He was diagnosed with type II diabetes in 1997. He also has a history of gout, congestive heart failure, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, coronary artery disease status post triple bypass surgery in 2010, defibrillator placement, atrial fibrillation and chronic kidney disease stage II. His latest hemoglobin A1c is 6.8%. He is currently on Trulicity 3 mg once weekly and needs a refill. He is also on glimepiride 4 mg twice a day. The patient does not have any limitations on his diet. He reports that his blood sugars have been around 190 to 210 lately.

Plan:
1. For his diabetes, his current hemoglobin A1c is 6.8%. Lately, however, he reports blood sugars in the 190 to 210 range. Therefore, we will increase his Trulicity to 4.5 mg once weekly. We will apply for Lilly Cares Patient’s Assistance Program. He may continue the glimepiride 4 mg twice daily until he gets his Trulicity 4.5 mg weekly.

2. The patient checks his blood sugar one to two times daily. He makes frequent dose adjustments to his diabetic therapy based on his blood glucose monitoring. The patient is currently taking the glimepiride and waiting for the Lilly Cares Patient’s Assistance Program to approve his Trulicity.

3. Notably, the patient is a snowbird and stays in Florida for about six months and then lives in Minnesota the other six months.

4. For his heart failure, continue to follow up with cardiologist.

5. For his hypertension, continue current therapy.

6. For his hyperlipidemia, continue current therapy. He is on pravastatin 80 mg daily.

Thank you for allowing me to participate in his management.
