Mr. Hartsfield is an 85-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his evaluation of hypercalcemia. He has past medical history of coronary artery disease status post pacemaker and a CABG surgery, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, anemia, colon polyp removal, type II diabetes and BPH. The patient denies any bone pain. He denies any abdominal pain. He denies any changes in his mood. Denies any depression. Denies any shortness of breath or chest pain. He reports some changes in his memory. He denies any numbness in his lips. He denies any palpitations or tremors. He denies any nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. He reports occasional constipation.

Plan:
1. For evaluation of his hypercalcemia, we will check a current fasting comprehensive metabolic panel. I will also get a PTH level and ionized calcium level and a vitamin D 25-hydroxy level. At this point, we would like to consider the diagnosis of possible primary hyperparathyroidism; however, we have to do the evaluation upon his blood work to make the diagnosis.

2. For his type II diabetes, continue current therapy with glipizide 5 mg once daily.

3. For his hyperlipidemia, continue current therapy.

4. For his hypertension, he is on metoprolol 25 mg twice a day and he is followed for primary care by Dr. Cordoba at the VA.
