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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. Clinical case of an 87-year-old white female that is followed in this practice because of a CKD stage IIIB. The patient maintains a serum creatinine of 1.3 and the estimated GFR is 35 mL/min. There is no evidence of proteinuria.

2. The patient has a history of diabetes mellitus that has been under adequate control. Latest hemoglobin A1c 6.7%.

3. The patient maintains a hemoglobin that is between 11.4 and 11.7 g%.

4. Arterial hypertension that is under control. The patient has a blood pressure today of 129/64 and the body weight is 169 pounds. The BMI is 26.9.

5. The patient has vitamin D deficiency on supplementation.

6. The patient has a history of cancer of the breast that is followed by the Florida Cancer Center.

7. There is no evidence of hypomagnesemia. We will reevaluate the case in six months.

We invested 7 minutes of the time reviewing the laboratory workup, in the face-to-face 15 minutes and the documentation 5 minutes.

ADDENDUM: The patient is being treated for urinary tract infection. It was a gram negative that is susceptible to Cipro 500 mg p.o. b.i.d. were given by the primary care physician.
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
