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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. Clinical case of a 65-year-old white male that has a lengthy history of diabetes mellitus, morbid obesity and proteinuria that has been significant. The patient has been recommended for a bariatric surgery. He had a shoulder surgery done recently and, now, we are in the process of getting him into the surgery center for this type of surgery hoping to correct the proteinuria and improve the kidney function, which could be related to diabetes and overweight, specifically we are suspecting the presence of FSGS.

2. Hyperlipidemia that is under control.

3. Morbid obesity with a BMI of 145.

4. The patient has a thyroid disorder that has been treated with levothyroxine.

5. BPH that is non-symptomatic.

6. The patient continues to have CKD stage IIIB. The patient is going to bariatric surgery. We are going to give him an appointment to see us in three months status post bariatric surgery. I am going to talk to Richard Huber, ARNP who is the primary in this particular case. The patient needs his clearance urgently in order to be able to complete the paperwork for his schedule of the bariatric surgery.
