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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. Clinical case of an 80-year-old Hispanic female that is followed in the practice because of CKD borderline between stage IIIA and IIIB. The patient had a laboratory workup that was done four weeks ago in which the estimated GFR is 45 mL/min. The patient has a creatinine of 1.1. Normal serum electrolytes. BUN is 14. There is no evidence of activity in the urinary sediment. The CKD is associated to hyperlipidemia, hypertension and the use of nicotine products for a long period of time; the patient quit smoking three years ago.

2. COPD and emphysema that is followed by pulmonologist and she continues with the same therapy. She has been compensated. No exacerbations in the last four months.

3. The patient has hyperlipidemia on statins.

4. Gastroesophageal reflux disease on PPIs.

5. Osteoporosis that is treated with alendronate.

6. Memory impairment that has continued about the same.

7. Hyperkalemia. This time, the potassium is 5.0. We are going to continue with the same approach. We will reevaluate the case in four months.

We invested 6 minutes of the time evaluating the laboratory workup, in the face-to-face 12 minutes and in the documentation 6 minutes.
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
