CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient complained of both knee pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that both knee pain started three or four weeks ago and pain level is 5 upon exertion and it is relieved after resting. The patient used over-the-counter medication with some relief and she helps her son’s family by cooking and she is on her feet most of the day.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, weight gain, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, or leg swelling or calf swelling.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or edema and both knee examination reveals tenderness of the knee joints bilaterally without any joint effusion and weightbearing is painful.
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
