This is a 67-year-old white female who had a TIA. On her left visit, I started her on Aggrenox with much improvement. To note, the patient is on multiple medicines. She has just recovered from pneumonia, respiratory failure, and had Afib. I did another EKG today and Afib seems to have resolved. The patient called the cardiologists office for appointment and the staff told them that the early as they could see her would be in April and as she is in sinus rhythm that should be okay. The patient is scared of taking more blood thinners. I am already giving her Aggrenox. The patient has severe pain of diabetic neuropathy and takes tramadol regularly four capsules a day. She is on polypharmacy because of multiplicity of her problems, but she states for some reason or the other she was able to sleep really well last few nights and she is very appreciative because she has had problems sleeping because of severe pain of diabetic neuropathy. She is intolerant to gabapentin as well as Lyrica. Tramadol is the only one that helps her. I am going to see her in the office when her next tramadol dose is due. This visit was followup of her TIA and how she is tolerating the new medications. The patient is on Trulicity injections also.
