Mr. Coach Smith states in December 2021, he went to see Dr. Bramhall for his right shoulder and Dr. Bramhall suggested that he does not need any surgery and that he has to continue the nonsurgical measures including physical therapy for her right shoulder. She was having some back problem and he referred her to see Dr. Laura Marsh who saw him and then subsequently referred him to chiropractor with some improvement in back pain. He never saw any spine surgeon or a back surgeon. The patient then brought a result to me today stating grade I diastolic dysfunction and left ventricular hypertrophy has seen on echocardiogram done at VA Hospital and wanted my opinion and I said him my opinion. It is all related to long-standing blood pressure and he satisfied. However, I told him that it is a good idea now that he was concerned about his heart that he should get a cardiology evaluation. He wants to see somebody closer in Bryan. Dr. Marsha had referred him to another group of cardiologist probably at Scott & White or somewhere else, I do not know, but we will refer him to Central Texas Cardiology here and a referral is faxed already. The patient denies any chest pains or shortness of breath. He states he coaches middle school and they are very disrespectful and he states he can only tolerate some of this, but he states he is trying to see if we can make it through this year completely and then retire. He is totally asymptomatic. Physical exam and everything is normal as in the chart. Cardiology referral and EKG done shows sinus rhythm and voltage suggestive of left ventricular hypertrophy. A cardiology consult just to be sure he does not have any underlying coronary artery disease and we will see him in the office in one to two months. He has not had lab work done in couple of years so he is ordered CBC, CMP, lipid, PSA and TSH.
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
