1. MC: A 31-year-old woman with abdominal pain. The patient had full workup: CBC, CMP, urinalysis and CAT scan, which were all negative. Left message for the patient. Excellent workup.
2. KB: A 45-year-old woman with right arm injury. The patient states that her x-rays were negative. The patient states that “she would never go to another ER”. She states that the provider was respectful. The nurses were respectful. She received great care.
