HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 5-year-old young man while running in school fell and developed a laceration 2 to 3 cm right temple because of his glasses that broke. He did not have any loss of consciousness. He was awake and alert whole time. He is not complaining of any headache. No dizziness. No nausea. No vomiting. He is acting just fine.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Childhood immunization is up-to-date. 
SOCIAL HISTORY: He lives with mother and father. No smoking exposure.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The child is alert and awake, in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 60 pounds. O2 sat 99%. Temperature 98.6. Respirations 16. Pulse 117.

NECK: No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash. There is a 2 to 3 cm laceration right temple noted.
PROCEDURE: After area was cleansed and anesthetized, authorization obtained from mother. Area was closed with 4-0 Prolene without any complications. Six stitches were used. The patient tolerated the procedure well. We used lidocaine with epi to minimize bleeding.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Laceration, right temple.

2. We talked to mother about signs of closed head injury/concussion.

3. Signs of infection discussed.

4. Come back in five to seven days.

5. Keflex added to keep as a prophylactic measure.

6. If any changes noted in his mental status; becomes sleepy, starts talking funny, has any nausea or vomiting, they come back right away.
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
