The patient with history of red swollen eyes, stuffy nose with green drainage today.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Cough, congestion, sneezing with matting of eyes per mother for one day.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Not distressed. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Noted to be injected conjunctiva with some discharge to right eye. Slight pharyngeal erythema. Neck: Supple without masses or adenopathy. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion with scattered rhonchi. Cardiac: Heart regular sinus rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft. No organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Negative for tenderness with full range of motion. Skin: Without rash or lesions.  Neurological: Motor and sensory function within normal limits. Cranial nerves II through X intact.

LABS & X-RAYS: The patient had a flu and COVID screen both of which were negative.

IMPRESSION: Upper respiratory infection with conjunctivitis.

PLAN: The patient was given prescription for azithromycin and erythromycin eye ointment. Follow up p.r.n as needed.
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
