The patient seen with history of coughing for the past month staying in daycare. She states she had fever to 101 over the weekend and vomited x 1 today.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Cough and congestion for 45 days, increased temperature 101 three days ago and with vomiting x 1 today.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Mother has been giving her Histex without benefit.

IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: TMs clear. Pupils equal, round and reactive to light and accommodation. Slight inflammation of pharynx. Neck: Supple without lymphadenopathy. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi without rales or wheezing. No respiratory distress. CVS: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Negative for tenderness or restricted range of motion. Skin: Negative for rash or discoloration. Neurological: Motor and sensation intact. Cranial nerves intact.

The patient had a strep done in the office, which is negative.

FINAL DIAGNOSES: Bronchitis without evidence of bronchiolitis with recurrent upper respiratory infection and non-strep pharyngitis.

PLAN: The patient was given a prescription for Zithromax 100 mg per teaspoon to take for the next five days with instructions to go to pediatrician at Texas Children’s Hospital in Kingwood if problems are not clearing and the patient is not feeling better.
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
