The patient presents to clinic, states playing volleyball was hit in the back of the head yesterday.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Playing volleyball landing on her head with momentary loss of vision and regained in two minutes with complaints of throbbing pain right posterior skull since accident yesterday without nausea, vomiting or headache.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:*_________* fallopian tube surgery in the past.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: States left ovary and fallopian tube removed.

MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.

IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative.

FAMILY HISTORY: Negative.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Normal. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Soft tissue swelling to right posterior skull 4-cm in diameter with 2+ tenderness. Neck: Without adenopathy, pain or stiffness or tenderness. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Negative for tenderness or CVA tenderness. Skin: No rash or discoloration. Extremities: Negative for cyanosis, edema or clubbing. Peripheral pulses present. Neuropsychiatric: Oriented x4. Cranial nerves II through X intact. No motor or sensory deficits noted.
The patient had skull x-rays in clinic without evidence of fracture.

IMPRESSION: Contusion of head with minor head injury.

PLAN: The patient was given headache precautions and advised to observe and to go the ER if headache or pain increases and to avoid NSAIDs for time being. Followup in two days as needed.
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
