The patient seen with history of sore throat and unable to speak since yesterday.
PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient has hoarseness and congestion with cough and sore throat for the past two days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Herpes-2 treated with Valtrex as needed.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tubal and hernia repair.

ALLERGIES: Dust and mangoes.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Valtrex.

IMMUNIZATION STATUS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative.

FAMILY HISTORY: Negative.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight inflammation of pharynx. Neck: Without adenopathy or stiffness. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Skin: Negative for skin rash or cyanosis.  Extremities: Negative for tenderness or edema. Neuropsychiatric: Oriented x 4. Cranial nerves II through X were intact. No motor or sensory deficits noted. Mood and affect within normal limits.

The patient was given strep screen which was negative.

IMPRESSION: Upper respiratory infection with laryngitis and pharygitis.

PLAN: The patient was given prescription for Z-PAK and to follow up as needed.
