The patient seen with chief complaint of left earache and sore throat *_________*.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Sore throat and left earache for the past two days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Skin tag right ear.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Tylenol p.r.n.

ALLERGIES: None.

IMMUNIZATION STATUS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Normal. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight erythema to right tympanic membrane with some dullness. Also, pharyngeal edema. Otherwise, within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Thyroid and carotids within normal limits. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Negative for tenderness. Skin: Negative for rash or discoloration. Neurological: Motor & Sensory: Sensation within normal limits. Cranial nerves II through XII intact. Neuro exam negative.

The patient had strep screen done in office, which was negative.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION: Left otitis media with upper respiratory infection.

PLAN: The patient was given amoxicillin 250 mg per teaspoon to take for 10 days and follow up as needed.
