DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. Mr. Wilson is a 71-year-old African American male that has a history of right renal cell carcinoma that was removed several years ago. He has also a history of prostate cancer that has been treated with radiation therapy and who follows at the VA Hospital. He knows that he has kidney disease that has been evaluated by a nephrologist and has been stable. He states that his level is between CKD III and CKD IV. During the hospitalization that he recently had at the AdventHealth Hospital, the patient had a serum creatinine that was 2.6 and estimated GFR that is around 40 mL/min. There is no evidence of activity in terms of proteinuria in the urinalysis and the sediment did not show any type of activity. The protein creatinine ratio was completely normal.

2. Admitted to the hospital with swelling in the left lower extremity. After study, he was found with a significant DVT. The patient was treated with the administration of Eliquis 5 mg two times a day.

3. The patient has a history of gout. He has been taking allopurinol for a lengthy period. We are going to reevaluate the uric acid.

4. The patient has anemia that is most likely associated to the CKD and the acute DVT. The patient recently tested positive for COVID, was admitted in the hospital in Virginia for a couple of weeks. He was discharged with oxygen; however, he has been improving gradually. He is recovering his strength and he is not oxygen-dependent.

5. Arterial hypertension that is under control.

6. Hyperlipidemia that is treated with diet modification. We are going to reevaluate the case in three weeks with laboratory workup. The patient was advised to come and see us in case of new pathology, deterioration of the general condition or any questions regarding to his therapy.

We spent 15 minutes reviewing the admission to the hospital and the recent laboratory workup, in the face-to-face 20 minutes and in the documentation 10 minutes.
