IMPRESSION:
1. Chronic cough – etiology unknown.
2. History of “thyroid/parathyroid surgery” – details unknown. Awaiting workup.
3. Differential diagnosis for cough includes gastroesophageal reflux disease versus chronic sinusitis versus laryngitis. Symptoms are not responding to Dexilant 60 mg q.a.m and lansoprazole 15 mg q.h.s. given by his primary care physician. By occupation, he is a singer.

4. Symptoms started about 6 to 8 months ago and no history of any COVID.
5. History of hoarseness of voice.
6. History of “thyroid nodules” – has not had a sonogram recently.
7. History of “perforated tympanic membrane” – due to unpressurized aircraft – per the patient.
8. Status post CABG in 2007 at St. Joseph Hospital and his cardiologist is Dr. Desai.
RECOMMENDATIONS:

1. I am ordering a sonogram of the thyroid to make sure there are no nodules and as a followup study to the surgery done earlier.

2. Ear, nose and throat evaluation – the patient has the name of an ENT surgeon.
3. Dexilant 30 mg q.a.m. and 30 mg q.h.s. If no response, then we will consider adding H2 receptor antagonist.
4. After ENT evaluation and after the thyroid sonogram, the patient will be reevaluated and an upper endoscopy and colonoscopy will be done.

5. If the patient continues to have symptoms, then we will consider pH study for reflux.
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
