CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient brought in by mother complaining of rash to left forearm and also genital rash, seen recently with diagnosis of yeast infection, treated with Diflucan with partial clearing.

PRESENT ILLNESS: As above with skin rash.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: The patient has a history of mental deficit with seizures, on antiepileptic medications and also with asthma.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.

IMMUNIZATION STATUS: Up-to-date.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Normal. Physical exam reveals skin rash to left forearm, genitalia with inflammation with polyp noted to anterior introitus measuring 4 cm, soft, without fluctuance. Remainder of physical exam negative including general appearance and head, eyes, ears, nose and throat. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Neurological: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Skin rash to arm, diaper rash with yeast infection, questionable unknown vaginal growth.

PLAN: Mother was advised to bathe the child if possible rather than bathing in a chair with sitz baths to help with cleaning. She was given prescription for Diflucan, Mycolog and triamcinolone with recommendation to follow up with PCP for gynecological referral.
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
