He is still having left lower quadrant pain. The CT scan was reviewed and explained to the patient. There is really no clear-cut reason as the cause of pain. He thinks it might be musculoskeletal. He is going to see a surgeon to see if he thinks he has a hernia there, but again, there is no evidence of hernia or other abnormality in that region.

He is a surgeon. He knows what to do, but I recommended colonoscopy which he agrees with, seeing a surgeon which he agrees with. Also, he would like to have his testosterone replaced which is 106. His PSA is normal. Prescription for testosterone 200 mg/1 cc will be called to pharmacy of his choice; he will give himself 100 mg every two weeks and recheck numbers after three months.
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
