PRESENT ILLNESS: Cough and congestion for three days, fall four days ago hitting right eye, seen in ER without treatment.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
IMMUNIZATION STATUS: Up-to-date.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Noted purpura above right eye involving infraorbital and supraorbital area without tenderness or swelling. Slightly inflamed pharynx. No adenopathy. Neck: Supple without masses or stiffness. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion with occasional rhonchi. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. PMI nondisplaced. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Skin: As noted above, purpura right infra and supraorbital area.

IMPRESSION: Viral upper respiratory infection.

PLAN: The patient was given prescription for Zithromax and Bromfed and also prescription of ibuprofen per the mother’s request. Follow up as needed.
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
