PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient with congestion for two weeks, with cough for two days, with choking spells with cough.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative. Mother with COVID one month ago without infection or cough.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Robitussin.
ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Negative. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion except scattered rhonchi. Cardiovascular: Normal sinus rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly. Extremities: Negative for tenderness. Skin: Negative for rashes or discoloration. Neurological: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Bronchitis and respiratory infection, viral.

PLAN: The patient is given a prescription for Zithromax 100 mg per teaspoon. Follow up with PD or here as necessary.
