The patient is seen with complaints of cough and diarrhea for the past day.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Cough and diarrhea x 4 since yesterday. The patient states flu last week, treated with Tamiflu with persistence of cough since then.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: *__________* neurodevelopment post development disorder. The patient has a GAND syndrome that is chromosome abnormality followed at Texas Children’s Hospital. The patient also on birth had doudenal atresia requiring surgery. 
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Right ear with tubes x 3.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Flonase, albuterol, and Keppra.
ALLERGIES: No known allergies. 
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Essentially negative. Neck: Negative. Respiratory: Few scattered rhonchi. Cardiac: Normal sinus rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Without tenderness with full range of motion. Skin: Without rashes or discoloration. Neurological: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Bronchitis with diarrhea.

PLAN: The patient was treated with Zithromax and Bromfed. To follow up with PD Texas Children’s Hospital where she is seen mostly for GAND syndrome.
