CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with complaints of dizziness, forgetful, falling more often, slurring words for the past few days.

PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient was brought to the clinic by daughter with complaints of increased slurred speech, frequent falling, and decreased memory by history, more pronounced for the past few days with a history of being life-flighted to the Memorial Hospital in October with CVA and also in a coma for one week, at the same time with peripheral blood clot to right neck reported. He was also started on seizure medication for suspicion for risk of seizures. The patient has a history of left hemiparesis post CVA in 1992 and a history of bladder collapse. The patient complains also of dysuria with a history of urinary tract infections, headaches to posterior neck post fall with history of trouble saying words and also some trouble swallowing. 

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Asthma, hypertensive cardiovascular disease, fibromyalgia, chronic arthritis pain, GERD, migraines, and anxiety disorder.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: The patient is on multiple medications including gabapentin, metoprolol, lisinopril, Ocuvite, doxepin, Pepcid, Keppra, Norco, and albuterol.
