REASON FOR CONSULTATION: Evaluation for loop recorder implantation.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 79-year-old female with a history of stroke. It is not very clear what is causing the patient’s stroke. The patient is referred to me for loop recorder implantation to evaluate any cardiac dysrhythmia.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Labetalol 100 mg daily, lisinopril 10 mg daily, fenofibrate 160 mg daily, hydrochlorothiazide 25 mg daily, Lipitor 40 mg daily, metformin, allopurinol, finasteride 5 mg daily, Cymbalta, clopidogrel, aspirin, and albuterol.

SOCIAL HISTORY: No history of smoking, alcohol or drug use.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: General: Denied any recent weight gain or weight loss. No vision or hearing impairment. Cardiovascular: As per history. Pulmonary: No history of pneumonia or COPD. Abdomen: No history of nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea. Extremities: No history of arthritis. Neurological: No history of seizure disorder or TIA.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 121/63 mmHg, pulse 69, respirations 16 and weight 170 pounds.

HEENT: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs or gallops.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Normoactive bowel sounds.

EXTREMITIES: No edema.
