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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient does not remember the exact date.  He thinks it is in 2019.  The patient was in Marine Corps Base in Hawaii.  The patient was driving a military vehicle.  The patient tells me that he was involved in a head-on accident.  He was the driver.  There was a collision with another car.  The patient tells me that his head hit the steering wheel.  He hit the steering wheel on the forehead.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness for 10 minutes.  The patient awoke up, with the confusion and disorientation in the car.  The patient was confused.  The patient had nausea and severe headaches.  The patient continues to have these symptoms for four to five weeks after the accident.  The patient was seen by a neurologist.  The patient was taken to the Army Medical Center in Hawaii.  The patient was diagnosed with traumatic brain injury and concussion.

The patient tells me that he currently has significant headaches.  He has migraine headaches.  The patient has light sensitivity and sound sensitivity.  The patient has headaches four times a week.  Headache intensity is severe. The patient also has significant short-term memory deficits.  The patient is not able to remember things very well.  He has mood swings.  The patient has the need to repeatedly ask the same questions because his memory is so poor.  He tends to be impulsive.

The patient is currently still working in the service.  The patient is in the Marine Corps.  The patient is a heavy equipment mechanic.  The patient tells me that the symptoms are affecting his job.  The patient has difficulty to focus.  The patient has decreased ability to do his tasks.  The patient has difficulty remember his tasks duties.  The headaches are affecting his job performance because he gets quite light sensitive.  There are times that he is not able to operate the heavy equipment, because of the headaches.  The patient also gets sound sensitivity.  The headaches are affecting his concentration.

MoCA examination score today is 23/30.  The patient missed 5 on a delay recall.  The patient missed 1 on the serial 7.  The patient missed 1 on attention/backward order.  The patient has significant memory deficits on examination.  His delay recall was 0/5.
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
