CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of right-sided upper back pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has noticed pain in the right upper back for past three to four weeks and it is not relieved with over-the-counter pain medications. Pain level is 3 or 4 and it is relieved after resting. The patient does not lift, pull, or carry heavy objects.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
Musculoskeletal examination reveals tenderness of the soft tissues of the right upper back medial to scapular. There is no redness or vesicular lesions and movement of the extremities are unremarkable.
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
