A 73-year-old being certified for hospice for following reasons. The patient has what looks like end-stage COPD associated with muscle wasting and shortness of breath at all times, O2 dependency, using his nebulizer at least six times a day.
He also suffers from anxiety and agitation related to his end-stage COPD.
He is not eating very well. He has lost weight. He has protein-calorie malnutrition. Furthermore, the patient has had multiple strokes in the past, has left-sided weakness and history of atrial fibrillation which is finally being treated with blood thinner. He is ADL dependent related to his generalized weakness secondary to his COPD as well as he has dense left-sided hemiparesis related to his multiple strokes.

Other comorbidities include seizure disorder multiple, left arm weakness, ADL dependency, wheelchair bound, hypertension, history of myocardial infarction, recent hospitalization because of seizure requiring medication adjustment.

The patient will be cared for under hospice care at this time, most likely the patient has less than six months to live.
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
