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This is a 76-year-old woman who is being certified for hospice care at home with end-stage parkinsonism. The patient has severe tremors, difficulty with walking, agitation, confusion, both ADL and IADL dependency related to her end-stage parkinsonism.

Furthermore, the patient is in pain, is weak, has had decreased weight, decreased appetite, and protein-calorie malnutrition. Recently, the patient was hospitalized because of unstable angina and the patient is currently on maximized medication therapy, not a candidate for any intervention.

Because of her end-stage parkinsonism, she has a history of hallucination, bowel and bladder incontinence, and aspiration.

The patient is short of breath, has a history of diabetes, hypertension, and dementia. The patient furthermore has bilateral breast cancer and has a KPS of 40%. The patient has been admitted to hospice under parkinsonism as a hospice diagnosis which is appropriate and most likely has less than six months to live.
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
