LAMAN, SHARON
This is a 74-year-old woman who has been followed up by her oncologist with history of malignant neoplasm of bronchus, tobacco abuse and atrial fibrillation. The patient last saw the oncologist a few days ago. At that time, she was found to be weak, in pain. The patient has lost 22 pounds in the past few months. The patient subsequently has what looks like a hilar mass and involved lymphadenopathy in the hilum region. The patient’s recent bronchial biopsy showed squamous cell carcinoma. Given the patient’s advanced age, multiple medical issues, severe weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition, BMI of 22 and advanced lung cancer, the patient is a candidate for chemo or radiation therapy which the decision was made per the patient and family and subsequently, has been placed on hospice for further care at home. The patient is hospice appropriate, most likely has less than six months to live.
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
