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1. TJ, 44-year-old woman seen with the left leg pain and swelling. The patient had a full workup including a CT of her chest with contrast and a verified D-dimer. The patient subsequently “was sent home to rest” per the patient, but the patient instead of going home went to Methodist and diagnosed with PVD and placed on Eliquis. She is upset that she was misdiagnosed. She was upset that the IV that she received the contrast through was leaking and contrast got into her arm which is now causing redness and pain. She also felt like the lady Linda was reading the chart wrong; they told her D-dimer was 43.10, but it was 4310. The patient did not have a Doppler study done at the facility.

2. LC, seen by Dr. Maewal, 43-year-old male with MVA, low back pain, and neck pain, CT is negative, treated and released. No significant issues. The patient was very happy with the care received.
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
