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1. AM, 28-year-old woman seen with COVID symptoms, cough, fever, and congestion. Workup negative. Diagnosed with bronchitis, placed on Levaquin. She thought Dr. Johnson was great.

2. AG, 15-year-old with headache, sore throat, and body aches. Diagnosed with pharyngitis. Negative workup. Liked Dr. Johnson very much, so did her mother.

3. PT, 31-year-old with COVID exposure with positive COVID and hypertension urgency. The patient was not treated. Left AMA. I could not get the patient on the phone.

4. KM, 39-year-old woman with cough, sore throat, dizziness, runny nose, and congestion. Negative workup. Diagnosed with pharyngitis. Treated with Amoxil. Liked Dr. J very much.

5. SA, 52-year-old with cough, fever, chills, and body aches. Had a full workup done. COVID was negative. Diagnosed with pneumonia, treated for pneumonia and liked Dr. Johnson very much.

6. GB, 10-year-old young lady with sore throat, fever, earache, and left foot pain. She was diagnosed with strep and otitis media. Treated with azithromycin. Family and the patient liked the doctor very much.
7. PB, 8-year-old child with fever, cough, and sore throat. Workup negative. Diagnosed with URI. Family did not answer the phone.

8. DM, 76-year-old with cough, shortness of breath, and COVID exposure. Excellent workup. Diagnosed with positive COVID, hyperkalemia. Treated with one dose of Kayexalate which was adequate. Renal function was stable. The patient is on lisinopril, most likely cause of mild hyperkalemia. Treated with cefdinir, dexamethasone, and colchicine. Gave one dose of Kayexalate, then checked the potassium. Not sure about the colchicine. The patient stated he did not have gout. Maybe that is continued for COVID. We will look into that. The patient did have a full workup including chest x-ray, of course. The patient went on and on about Dr. Johnson, that most people do not want to talk about COVID but he spent the time to talk to me. Liked him very much.
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9. LB, 18-year-old with fever, stuffy nose, sore throat, and runny nose. Full workup. Diagnosed with URI. Left AMA. Do not know why because he did not answer the phone.

10. RB, 24-year-old patient with fever and cough. The patient was pregnant and had a positive COVID. She had CBC, CMP, and urinalysis. She thought that Dr. Johnson was very cool. She recognized my voice from talking to her before and stated “I am glad, I was waiting for your call to give a good report on Dr. Johnson” because she had lots of complaints about Dr. Klein last time I talked to her, but she thought Dr. Johnson was great and cool.

11. AM, 16-year-old with exposure to COVID, chills, and cough. Negative workup. Diagnosed with URI. Treated with Z-PAK. He liked Dr. Johnson a lot.
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
