HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient with a history of palpitation, recently complaining of chest pain, shortness of breath, dizziness, and palpitation. The patient stated that she has these ongoing symptoms for the last few weeks, which is getting worse. The patient also noticed to have high cholesterol; however, the ratio is within normal limit. The patient is currently taking aspirin, levothyroxine, Crestor, lisinopril, and Lipitor.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 125/88 mmHg, pulse 77, respirations 16, and weight is 167 pounds.

HEENT: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs or gallops.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Normoactive bowel sounds.

EXTREMITIES: No edema.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION:
1. Chest pain.

2. Palpitation.

3. Shortness of breath.

RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient has no symptoms as described above. I will consider performing exercise treadmill test, echocardiogram, and a 7-day heart monitor. Depending on the findings of the above studies, we will decide further management.
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
