HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient with a history of atrial fibrillation, underwent electrophysiological studies and ablation in the past. The patient has recurrence of atrial fibrillation. Complaining of shortness of breath and dizziness. The patient denies syncope or presyncope.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Metformin, carvedilol 3.125 mg two times daily, aspirin, Eliquis 5 mg two times daily, atorvastatin, gabapentin, and insulin.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The 10-point review of systems is normal.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 100/66 mmHg, pulse 60-70 and irregular, respirations 16, and weight is 144 pounds.

HEENT: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs or gallops.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Normoactive bowel sounds.

EXTREMITIES: No edema.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION:
1. Atrial fibrillation.

2. Diabetes mellitus.

3. Hypertension.

RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient is quite symptomatic with atrial fibrillation. Discussed with the patient regarding electrophysiological studies and radiofrequency ablation for atrial fibrillation. The procedure risks and benefits discussed with the patient. The possible risks include but not limited to bleeding, hematoma, infection, and perforation of the heart.
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
