HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient with dilated cardiomyopathy, ejection fraction 30%, left bundle branch block, and class III congestive heart failure. The patient’s recent cardiac catheterization showed ejection fraction 30% with normal coronaries. The patient has symptoms of class III congestive heart failure and the patient is on maximum medical therapy.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 127/72 mmHg, pulse 70, respirations 16, and weight is 164 pounds.

HEENT: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs or gallops.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Normoactive bowel sounds.

EXTREMITIES: No edema.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION: Dilated nonischemic cardiomyopathy.

RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient is on beta-blocker, ACE inhibitor and diuretics. The patient has left bundle branch block. Discussed with the patient regarding intracardiac defibrillator implantation with biventricular pacing to prevent sudden death as well as to improve the symptoms of congestive heart failure. The patient agreed for the procedure.
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
