Jennifer Renaud was seen in the office recently, not having been seen for two years.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type I diabetes.

2. Previous pancreatic surgery for cancer with a Whipple procedure in February 2019.

Current Medications: Lantus 10 units in the morning, NovoLog 3 to 5 units three times a day, Creon, bupropion 150 mg twice daily, meclizine 12.5 mg p.r.n., and pantoprazole 40 mg daily.

General review is unchanged from previously with her weight fluctuating and intermittent abdominal discomfort from an incisional hernia.

On examination, blood pressure 122/64, weight 147.8 pounds, and BMI is 23.9. Heart sounds were normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

Currently, she is on prednisone therapy for flare-up of asthma.

Most recent hemoglobin A1c of 7.6%, elevated.

IMPRESSION: Type I diabetes subsequent to pancreatic surgery for cancer. Her blood sugars are quite brittle at this stage.

RECOMMENDATIONS: Follow up with pulmonology, GI and oncology as planned. I have changed the insulin program to Lantus 10 units twice daily and NovoLog 3 to 5 units to be increased for blood sugars above 250.

She is to follow with the surgeon for advice on her problematic abdominal hernia and there is a suggestion that she may be seen in the Cleveland Clinic for repair of this hernia and also reevaluation of gastroparesis.

Followup visit in the office in three months.
