History: Mr. Dods was seen today for followup. He has COPD. He just quit smoking after smoking for 50 plus years. He states he has much improved. I had sent him for chest x-ray, which shows increased interstitial markings and pleural thickening, but no acute pneumonia. The patient states he is definitely much improved. I told him we will have to do PFT in the office. The day I had seen him first time, he was having multiple PACs and I told him that he may have to see cardiologist as he may go into AFib anytime. Today, his EKG shows sinus rhythm and sinus bradycardia, not even one PAC was present. The patient states he used to use Anoro and Trelegy as the inhalers. Humana told him that Trelegy is not on his plan, but he may be able to get Anoro. The second thing is he states he still has some congestion and I told him Breztri may do good. I gave him a sample of Breztri. He states he does have nocturia, hesitancy, and frequency of urination, which are signs of prostate enlargement. His PSA is normal. He will make an appointment for PFT. I will see him in the office in a month as his daughter was concerned about the swelling over his back after he got injured with the truck door on his thoracic vertebra at one of the levels, he has 0.5 cm movable swelling over the vertebra, which seems like it could be a fatty lump. He has no other problem. He has no pain. No range of motion problem. I told him in view of this I can go ahead and do x-ray and see what the cyst of the lipoma is and he states he is not interested in getting the x-ray, so today I have given him a prostate medicine prescription, done EKG that showed sinus bradycardia. He is scheduled for PFT. He is given Breztri. He has a nebulizer at home and I have given him medicine for nebulizer use including ipratropium and albuterol and I will see him in the office in a month and he will be seen before his followup appointment for a PFT with and without bronchodilators.
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
