History: Mr. Green is an 88-year-old African American male who was seen today. He has problem with left knee pain. To note, he has had prostate cancer and treated with radiation therapy. He states he changed his insurance to Humana only after he had the visit; he kept on thinking he still has Medicare. The third thing is he was undergoing cardiology evaluation as a preop for knee replacement surgery and apparently, he has had a cardiac cath done by Dr. Mitchell within past couple of weeks and they told him he could come back in June, so apparently there is no significant aortic stenosis nor CAD and that is why he is given an appointment for June. I really do not know if he okayed him for surgery nor does patient know. The patient states even if he just gets a shot in the left knee that will bring him relief. The patient does use a cane for ambulation.
His other problems include:

1. History of gout.

2. Long-standing hypertension.

3. Obesity.
We will have to get the records from Dr. Mitchell about the cardiac cath and his plan of action to assist the patient. The patient’s orthopedic is Dr. Veazey. The patient has an appointment next week to see Dr. Veazey.
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
