History: Ms. Casy is an 88-year-old white female who is undergoing extensive dental workup right now and had to take 2 g of amoxicillin prior to the procedure. She states she was sitting with her son in the bedroom and talking and she states all of a sudden, she had very sharp headache after which she felt somewhat confused in the head and not feeling good. The whole episode lasted 15 to 20 minutes. The patient as well as the son is concerned about a stroke and I stated we may have to do some testing on her. The patient stated she had a CT of the head done last year. I had to review the previous records and the patient did hit her head and needed care and needed CT of the head done, which was negative. The patient was at Encompass Home Health for left hip arthroplasty last year. Her last labs were in September 2021. The patient states she had seen Dr. Mitchell in the past and had some testing done and he stated there was some blockage in the right carotid, but not enough to do anything about it. She states the patient has always had the carotid ultrasound and different testing done when the bus would come to a church and do these kind of testings and they have always told her that there was some problem with the carotid.
On physical examination, I have not heard any carotid bruit, but I think TIA is a possibility. The patient is very sensitive to the medicines. The patient has osteopenia, but cannot handle Fosamax, not eligible to get Prolia from her insurance. The patient had EKG done that was within normal limits. I told her to hold off the dental workup with Dr. Daftarian at this time till she is well. Possibility of TIA exists. The patient will need serial exams. I have told the son and the patient both to go to ER should her condition change or have any other problems. This was a sort of lengthy visit that needed a lot of evaluation time using brains. I have started on her aspirin and dipyridamole twice a day. Told her to use aspirin and that medicine with food. The patient understands plan of treatment. Rest of the exam is as in the chart.
