History: This is a little complicated case as the patient has different problems, which are specialized. The patient has:

1. REM sleep disorder.
2. Hyperlipidemia.

3. Diastolic dysfunction.

6. He lost almost complete vision in the right eye secondary to branch retinal vein occlusion.
He is under care of a retina specialist and recently had left eye cataract surgery done. He had cardiology evaluation done for some chest pains and he was found to have three blockages and had three stents put in. The patient was put on Plavix and then within a month, he started having some blood in his urine as he was on aspirin and Plavix and the patient felt this had never happened before and this is new. So, we decided to hold off his aspirin and see if the bleeding stopped. The overt bleeding stopped, but microscopic bleeding reduced, but not completely gone. However, today, he came to the office and we checked his UA and UA did not show any blood. The patient made me here a voicemail from the cardiologist that was sent to him last night in response to my note to Lacy Neyland about his hematuria and the voicemail Jackie stated that the patient must continue aspirin and Plavix both and he must see urologist for the cause of hematuria and they do not think that hematuria is because of Plavix or aspirin and that he must continue it. I heard the voicemail myself and I told him to restart aspirin and continue Plavix. The patient’s wife was present too and I made a urology referral.
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
