HISTORY: This is a 56-year-old young lady here with headache. The patient stated that this headache is not the worst of her life. She states she has migraine and pain is similar. She states this has been going on for two days since she ran out of her medication. She states the medication she takes is butalbital and that works well for her headaches. She states she has been trying over-the-counter Excedrin Migraine with no improvement.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Migraine.

2. Hypothyroidism.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: The patient reports surgery on her wrist; not much details available.

MEDICATIONS: Butalbital, thyroid replacement medication, and medication for blood pressure.

ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN and CODEINE.
FAMILY HISTORY: None.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
The patient denies trauma.
Denies stiff neck. Denies neck pain.
Denies increased temperature. Denies nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea.
Denies double vision or blurred vision.

Denies weakness in her upper or lower extremities.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in mild distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 100% at room air.

Blood pressure 115/77.

Pulse 72.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 97.6.
HEENT: Normal. Eyes: PERL. EOM full range of motion with no restrictions.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.
RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Migraine.

2. Medication refill.

PLAN: The patient was offered an injection in the clinic, she declined. She states she just wanted refill of her butalbital medication. Her medication was refilled as follows: Butalbital/acetaminophen/caffeine 50/325/40 mg tablets, she will take one p.o. q.i.d. p.r.n. for headache. She was advised not to exceed six tablets in 24 hours.

She was given the opportunity to ask questions, she states she has none.
