HISTORY: This is a 49-year-old gentleman here with discharge from his penis. The patient stated that he had unprotected sex with a female partner who informed him that she tested positive for chlamydia and stated he is having some funny sensation and watery discharge from his penis and would like to be checked out.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.

MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: RED DYE 40.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He endorses alcohol use. Denies tobacco or drug use.
FAMILY HISTORY: None.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
The patient reports painful urination.

Denies nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea. Denies blurred vision or double vision. Denies peripheral numbness or any unusual sensation in his peripheral extremities upper and lower.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

Blood pressure 132/79.

Pulse 77.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 97.9.
HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.
RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No use of accessory muscles. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Distended secondary to obesity.
GU: There is watery discharge from his penis. Testicles are without edema or erythema. No tenderness to palpation of the patient’s penis.
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SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae. The patient has multiple tattoos.
NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Urethral discharge.

2. Exposure to STD.

PLAN: Today, we did GC and chlamydia via urine, this will be sent out and the patient was advised that these results would not be available until approximately a week or so and he will be contacted once those results are back.

In the clinic today, he received an injection of Rocephin 500 mg IM. He was observed in the clinic for approximately 15-20 minutes, then reevaluated, he reported no side effects from the injection. He was sent home with the following prescription: Doxycycline 100 mg, he will take one p.o. b.i.d. for 10 days #20.

GC and chlamydia via urine was done today. He was educated about his condition and he was given the opportunity to ask questions, he states he has none.
