Dear Mrs. Macht:

This is a followup for Mr. Krepps with chronic kidney disease, hypertension, and COPD.  Last visit was in September. For diabetes, on Trulicity; significant weight loss 212, 208, 200.  Appetite is down.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea, blood or melena.  No infection in the urine, cloudiness or blood.  There is some foaminess from proteinuria.  Presently, no edema, ulcers, claudication symptoms.  No chest pain, palpitation or syncope, stable dyspnea.  No oxygen.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  No orthopnea or PND, uses CPAP machine every night.  Pain control with Norco and duloxetine for right shoulder and T4 compression fracture.  Review of systems is negative.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Tolerating losartan, verapamil.  No anti-inflammatory agents.

Physical Examination:  Blood pressure 140/76, weight 200.  Alert and oriented x3.  No respiratory distress.  Normal speech.
Labs:  He has not done any chemistries since October; at that time, creatinine was 1.9 for a GFR of 35 stage IIIB.  At that time, electrolyte acid base normal.  Albumin and calcium normal.  Liver function tests not elevated.  No anemia.  Blood test needs to be updated.

Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage IIIB.  Clinically, stable, but blood test needs to be updated.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy, pericarditis or pulmonary edema.

2. Hypertension appears to be well controlled.  Tolerating ARB losartan.

3. Weight loss, attributed to Trulicity.

4. COPD is stable.  No oxygen.

5. Sleep apnea, on CPAP machine.

6. Bilaterally small kidneys.

7. T4 compression fracture.  I am not aware of malignancy.  No anti-inflammatory agents.  Uses narcotics.
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Comments:  Based on chemistries, we will assess where we are on electrolyte acid base, nutrition, calcium, phosphorus, PTH and anemia.  We do dialysis based on symptoms; at that time, most people’s GFR is around 10 +/- 2.  Come back in six months.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
